The Dataload AC command reads one record from a file of a specifiec
disk which is specified by the user and stores thre entire 512 bytes in
the cesignated alpha variable.

DATALOAD AC OPEN

The DataLoad AC Open command opens data files that nhave previously
resided on an MS-DOS diskette.

DATASAVE AC
The DataSave AC command writes one record to a disk.

DATASAVE AC OPEN

The DataSave AC Open command creates a new MS-DOS file or rewrites an
existing file.
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DATASAVE AC CLOSE

The DataSave AC Close command closes an individual data file if it is
no longer used in the current or segment program.

DATASAVE AC END

The DataSave AC End command enables the user to update the file length
and return unused disk space.

SPACK/SUNPACK

The S$PACK/SUNPACK command is used to pacz numeric values {decimals)
within a binary overflow format. Additionally, the $PACK/SUKPACK
command can be used to compress the alphanumeric format.

BIN and VAL Functions

The BIN and VAL functions are used to specify the length of a command
string specified by a variable.
